Art History is the study of the history of how and why human beings make art. Students who
study Art History examine the sociological, cultural, and aesthetic contexts of art, and explore
basic art historical concepts and terminology appropriate to each Art History course. Art
historical methodology is discussed, so that students understand the nature of the discipline, what
sources scholars use to construct their theories, how the discipline has changed over time, and
reception theory.
