Review the minutes of January 26, 2010
MSP – Mayo/Gauthier - The minutes were approved as presented.
2.
Administrative Reports
A.
President’s Report – A. Susan Carleo

· Today is the last day to drop without paying a fee.  Current enrollment is at 98% compared to last year.
· The L.A. Times published an article about the importance of community colleges.  Maggie will forward article to College Council members.  

B. Academic Affairs – S. Mayo
· Students continue to add classes.
· ACE classes will start on Monday, March 1.
· The District’s report sent by C. Iyemura indicates a 98% seat count compared to last year.  However, class offerings reflect 90% of the number of classes offered last year.  Classes are being filled to capacity, 38 seats per class.
· It is anticipated that the FTES goal will be met.


C. Administrative Services – T. Jacobsmeyer 
· Aaron Weathersby is the new IT Manager at Valley College.  This is his first job with the LACCD.  His assignment started on February 8.  
· It was announced that ID cards for use in the Reprographics Department are now available.
D. Student Services – Y. Delahoussaye

· On February 17, Y. Delahoussaye was asked to speak about affordability and financial aid in the community colleges.  

A Joint Legislative Committee is reviewing the Master Plan for Higher Education.  They asked representatives from a number of educational institutions to come forward and speak about issues in the Education Code.
The Legislative Committee is interested in providing affordable financial aid.  They were informed that enrollment fees comprise only 5% of the student’s cost.  A greater financial burden for the students is not being able to pay for their books, housing transportation, child care, and health care. Some students are renting books to help alleviate costs.  Legislators are eliminating $10 million from EOPS which could eliminate student book vouchers.  Pell grants are available only to returning students.  
4. Standing Committee Reports – 
A.
Technology – J. Kent
· The Committee reviewed the Technology Plan made up of six components previously identified.  The committee will present new revisions to College Council at a future meeting. 

B.
Budget – R. Mossler

· The College deficit has been reduced to one percent.  
· Mossler briefly discussed the quarterly report. The District requested that the college cut down on cost, but offered no other alternative. 

· Mossler is planning to make this committee more relevant.   His plan is to move from a committee that passes on information to a committee that is more involved in the planning.
C.
Space and Work – L. Nakamura

· Kevin Ames, ADA Specialist informed S&W of the findings on ADA compliance by the college as it was reported by the College’s Consultant BOA.  K. Adams is helping the College correct ADA issues.  Bond money will be used for this project. 
· L. Nakamura will not run for Chair of the committee next year.  He asked committee members to nominate a new chair.
D. Student Services – B. Thomas
· The Committee continues to work on Basic Skills and a discipline specific advisory program.

· ASU will participate in the March in March.  They will be going to Sacramento representing Valley College students.
· P. Thompson reported that as part of an incentive for students to join ASU and pay their fees, students are receiving coupons to local businesses.
B. Academic Senate – D. Gauthier
· A conversation on student preparedness under the auspices of the Academic Senate will be held on March 12 from 9:00 a.m. to 12:00 noon in the Cafeteria Conference Room. 

· On Friday, March 19, the college will present a Sustainability Town Hall meeting in the Cafeteria Conference Room, from 11:30 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. to discuss campus-wide sustainability measures.

· J. Hams was selected by the Senate to participate on a reformatted and renamed ISST committee to oversee district-wide IT policies.

· From District Consultation, the committee was informed that the American Graduate Initiative may be on hold due to budgetary concerns at the national level. 

· The FON (Faculty Obligation Number) was discussed at Consultation. District-wide, we need to hire to avoid future penalties from the state. At Valley, the number of hires being considered seems sufficient. 
· Retirement numbers are low across the District. A better idea of faculty retirements this year may come after the retirement workshop in March.

· According to the District, March 15 letters will be sent to administrators as one strategy to address budget concerns and provide for the possibility of furloughs should they be necessary.
