Review the minutes of June 24, 2008.
MSP J. Waddell/ R. Stein the minutes from the retreat held on June 24 were approved pending review of the guest list.  It was noted that not all guests were included on the minutes.
2. 
Administrative Reports

A.
President’s Report – A. Susan Carleo
1).
A request was made through Raul Castillo, College Foundation Director, to authorize a local group to open an Artisan/Farmer’s market.  This would be and arts and crafts market, not a swap meet.  The group would also sell fresh vegetables and fruit.  Parking Lot A would be the site for this market and it would only open on Sundays.  President Carleo also stated that we would inform the Homeowners Association and the Greater Valley Glen Association and ask them for their input.  She recommends this venture and asked the Council for their feedback. 
A question was raised about how the college would benefit from a farmers market.  President Carleo responded that this venture is estimated to generate approximately $10,000.  It would be a 6-month trial and the money could be used for equipment in the classrooms and for other things that the college cannot afford.


J. Waddell recommended that this item be referred to the Space and Work Committee for consideration and feasibility.  It was agreed that the Space & Work Committee would hold a special meeting on August 7 and would ask R. Castillo to give a presentation on this proposal.  L. Nakamura will report at the next College Council meeting.
2).
President Carleo announced that that 60th Anniversary of LAVC is coming up in June 2009.  J. Fong indicated that she is planning a year-long celebration and proceeded to request the Council to consider forming a committee to plan this event.  President Carleo recommended forming a 60th anniversary ad hoc committee.

The ad hoc committee will be formed and report to the Council under Old Business or Ongoing Business.
3).
President Carleo reported that the LAVC administration was invited to meet with representatives of the City Mayor to discuss an opportunity to serve the community in the Panorama City area. This would be an entry point for citizens who live in this area, especially for older adults.  The City representatives and community business representatives are very enthusiastic about partnering with Valley College, and Valley College is looking forward to this one of a kind opportunity. 

LAVC’s Job Training Program has been doing this type of outreach.  L. Ciufo informed us that the City of Los Angeles has 18 centers; they would like to decrease this number to nine to add community colleges to serve this area.  We would host this workforce center in the Panorama City area by offering basic skill classes, non-credit classes, Voc. Ed. classes and even some credit classes, when appropriate.  We would target people that are not working and not going to school.

S. Carleo stated that this project addresses our need for enrollment and it is something that the college could not realize without partnering with the City.  R. Stein stated that we need to keeping mind that this takes place under the context of the Ed Master Plan.
President Carleo stated that she is presenting this proposal to College Council as soon as possible to make them aware that the college is exploring this possibility that addresses enrollment and budget issues.  The next meeting with the Mayor’s group will be in September. They will bring possible sites.  L. Ciufo added that the City Council representatives are also endorsing this center.  We are looking to start the center in the spring.
