TAP Program Review

To remain in compliance, your course syllabi should reflect the course outline and addenda that is approved by the curriculum committee. Under the new rules, we will be screening for this.

Statewide Student Research Conference

TAP instructors should be recruiting students to participate in the annual student research conference put on by the Honors Transfer Council of California. It is held at UCI in the Spring.  Honors students from around the state are given 12 minutes to formally present their research project to an audience of their peers.  The project topic is one that students have been working on as an assignment in one of their honors courses.  

TAP instructors are encouraged to identify students who are interested in participating in the student research conference and submit their names by the end of this month.  Students have until the end of the semester to submit their abstract to Lynn Polasek, Michael Gold or Ann Gee. We will make sure it is properly registered with the Honors Transfer Council of California.  

This announcement went out in the monthly newsletter to our TAP students.  As much as we count on TAP instructors to identify students to participate, you may find students approaching you with an interest in participating.  Students will benefit by being able to put this on their resume.  Scholarships are also available for some of the participants. Please refer interested students.
