IX. UC Fall 2010 Transfer Application Update
All fall 2010 UC Transfers must have completed an application update by March 31, 2010 (UCB by Feb. 15th.  Although the priority deadline has passed, you may still log in and list any updates, including winter 2010 courses/grades and spring 2010 courses planned at www.universityofcalifornia.edu/admissions/appupdate.  
· If you plan to take courses in summer 2010, do not assume that they will make up for courses not completed in fall 2009, Winter 2010 or spring 2010, consult an LAVC counselor or the UC campus regarding summer course completion.  
· If you have a copy of your UC application, review the information once more to verify accuracy, if there were any errors or omissions, notify the campuses you applied to immediately.  You are not required to send transcripts or IGETC certification unless requested by a UC campus.  If you will attend/attended other colleges or universities other than LAVC to satisfy IGETC or elective units to transfer, bring course syllabi and unofficial transcripts to your counselor to evaluate transferability and applicability to certain requirements.
· If f you are completing a transferable English or Math class this winter, once you have received the grade, you must send a letter to the specific UC campus you have applied to simply indicating the grade you earned in the class.

· Students with International College or University Transcripts: Please have unofficial copies of your international transcripts ready in the occasion that they are requested by UC evaluators.  It is possible that UC evaluators will need to see them and will email you if they are needed.
· Domestic students: To apply for need based financial aid, visit www.fafsa.ed.gov by March1st or as soon as possible for maximum aid consideration.
