SCHOLARSHIP SEASON IS HERE – BE PREPARED! 

Many scholarship opportunities are available in spring for students transferring for Fall 2010.  Now is the time to ask professors for letters of recommendation to include with your scholarship applications.  Letters of recommendation from professors most familiar with your academic abilities and potential for university-level work carry the most weight.  As a secondary reference, an employer who knows your particular skills/talents can be a great person to ask for a letter of rec especially if you are working in a field related to your educational/career goals. 

Many times it is helpful to your reference to have bullet points you would like him/her to cover in your letter or a brief bio about yourself and your goals.  Make sure to give professors/employers lots of advanced notice and all the details they need including the names of the organization/school, addresses, and particulars of each scholarship.
