1. Other states DO NOT grant licensure by endorsement (endorse California license to another State)
2. Employment opportunities may be limited.

3. Associate Degree WILL NOT be granted.

4. You WILL NOT be a Graduate of the Nursing Program.

5. You WILL NOT be a Graduate of LAVC.
The Los Angeles Valley College (LAVC) Nursing Program accepts application twice a year; September for the Spring semester and April for the Fall semester admission.  Contact the Nursing Department for specific dates for each semester.  All LVN students must take the Transition Course.  LVN students requested to attend LAVC Nursing Program must meet the following requirements prior to applying to the Transition Course.
Required Steps to Apply to the Nursing Program
1. Students must possess a current California Vocational Nurse License.
2. Students must possess one year of current LVN work experience.
3. All students except current and returning LAVC students need to submit a college application to the LAVC Admissions Office.  International students must first apply to the International Student Program.

4. All U.S. transcripts outside of the Los Angeles Community College District (LACCD) must be mailed directly from the college attended to the LAVC Admissions Office.  Hand-carried U. S. transcripts of any kind are NOT acceptable.  Students must confirm with the Counseling Office that transcripts have arrived prior to making a counseling appointment.

5. All transcripts outside of the U. S. must be evaluated according to the following procedures:

· Must complete 12 units with a “C” average within the LACCD prior to submitting any petition for credit.

· Submit foreign transcripts to an LAVC-approved foreign transcript evaluation service to obtain credit recommendations.
· LAVC will not accept foreign transcript credit conferred by another college toward program pre-requisites. 
· Submit to the college’s Petitions Committee a sealed copy of the evaluation service’s credit recommendations along with a petition for approval of credit.  Credit approval by the Petitions Committee is NOT automatic (see a counselor for details).
6. Schedule an appointment with a counselor to evaluate your transcripts well in advance of the application deadline and only after completion of Steps 1 through 5.  The counselor will provide students with a signed “Evaluation of Transcripts for Nursing Program Prerequisites” form verifying that all Nursing Program prerequisites are completed with a “C” or better.

7. Apply to the Nursing Program during the application period.  Students must take the “Evaluation of Transcripts for Nursing Program Prerequisites” to the Nursing Department, Allied Health and Sciences Building Room 100.
Nursing Program Prerequisites
1. Anatomy 1, minimum of: (4 semester units or 6 quarter units) and Physiology 1, minimum of: (4 semester units or 6 quarter units.)
  -OR-
Physiology 8 minimum of: (4 semester units or 6 quarter units) and Physiology 9 minimum of: (4 semester units or 6 quarter units). 

2. Microbiology 20 -or- an equivalent General Microbiology course with lab minimum of: (4 semester units or 6 quarter units).
           

3. English 101 minimum of: (3 semester units or 4.5 quarter units).

4. Psychology 1 minimum of: (3 semester units or 4.5 quarter units).

5. Psychology 41 minimum of: (3 semester units or 4.5 quarter units).

6. One college Chemistry course with a lab, Chemistry 51 or equivalent, (or one year High School Chemistry with a lab).

7. Math 115 or higher or placement in Math 120/125 or higher level math course.

Selection Process

· Nursing Program application and transcripts will be evaluated using the criteria from the Chancellor’s Office Validation Study. The Chancellor’s Office Validation Study is based on predicting student success in the Nursing Program.  The Chancellor’s Office Validation Study evaluates the student’s overall grade point average (GPA), the GPA of Anatomy, Physiology, and Microbiology, English, and the repetitions of Anatomy, Physiology and Microbiology.  This evaluation criterion establishes a “cut score”.  Students must receive a cut score of 80 or above on the Chancellor’s Office Validation Study to be considered for admission into the Transition Course.

· Students who successfully receive a cut score of 80 or above on the Chancellor’s Office Validation Study will be required to submit their “TEAS” (Test of Essential Academic Skills) admission examination results.  Students who have previously taken the TEAS exam must call ATI to submit their results to LAVC.  Only the FIRST score received on the TEAS will be accepted.  Student who has not taken the TEAS examination will be invited to take the examination on campus.  The “TEAS V”, effective January 2011, admission examination consists of 150 questions, proctored, standardized assessment which evaluates each student on skills in reading, math, science, and English language. Students may prepare for the “TEAS” admission examination by purchasing from the bookstore the TEAS Pre-Test Study Manual prior to taking the admission examination. The minimum required “TEAS” score is 62% to pass.
· If the number of eligible applicants exceeds the number of available seats in the Nursing Transition Course a random drawing is conducted for admission.
· All applicants will receive a letter of acceptance or denial from the Nursing department by mail after the process is completed.  

· Students that receive an acceptance letter and an acceptance card for admission into the Nursing Transition Course must return the acceptance card by the posted date or their seat will be given to the next eligible applicant.

· All students not selected for admission into the Nursing Transition Course may reapply for the Nursing Transition course during the next application period. 

· NO application will be kept on file and all applications will be destroyed.

LVN students should be aware of the following policy regarding placement in a nursing class:
1. First to be placed:  Continuing generic students in good standing (good standing is defined as having no “W/P” [withdrew/passing] or “W/NP” [withdrew/not passing] or “F” [fail] grade in theory and/or clinical in any Nursing class).

2. Second to be placed:  Returning generic students who are being readmitted to the Nursing Program in good standing (good standing is defined as having separated from the Nursing Program due to illness, financial hardship or personal necessity but “W/P” [withdrew/passing] in theory and clinical from the Nursing class at the time of separation from the Nursing Program).

3. Third to be placed: Returning generic students who received a “W/NP” (withdrew/ not passing) or an “F” (fail) grade in theory and/or clinical in a Nursing class.

4. Fourth to be placed:  LVN to RN Career Ladder (Option I) students who have met the criteria for admission into the Nursing Program.

5. Fifth to be placed:  Transfer students in good standing (good standing is defined as having no “W/P” [withdrew/passing] or “W/NP” [withdrew/not passing] or “F” [fail] grade in theory and/or clinical in any Nursing class in their previous Nursing Program).

6. Sixth to be placed:  Transfer students who separated from their previous Nursing Program in good standing (good standing is defined as having separated from the Nursing Program due to illness, financial hardship or personal necessity but “W/P” [withdrew/passing] in theory and clinical from the Nursing class at the time of separation from the Nursing Program).

7. Seventh to be placed:  Transfer students who received a “W/NP” (withdrew/not passing) or an “F” (fail) grade in theory and/or clinical in a Nursing class in their previous Nursing Program.

8. Eighty to be placed:  LVN 30 Unit (Option II) students (see Board of Registered Nursing rules and regulations for admission criteria).

9. Ninth to be placed: Foreign Nurses needing only one or two specific courses are considered for admission after meeting the Nursing Program’s admission criteria and space availability.
Each LVN student’s application for admission into the Registered Nursing Program at Los Angeles Valley College is reviewed on an individual basis by the Admission and Policy Committee.  Admission to the Nursing Program is based on the committee’s recommendations.
