 Breaking News: Enrollment Fee Increase to $26 Per Unit for Fall 2009 
The California State Budget, which was signed by Governor Schwarzenegger on July 28, 2009, includes 
an enrollment fee increase from $20 per unit to $26 per unit. This fee increase is effective for the Fall 
2009 semester. Students who have already paid for their Fall clas ses will have to pay an additional 
$6 per unit. Virtual Valley students need to pay th eir additional fees prior to the start of class to 
ensure that they are able to log-in to their online , hybrid or Web-enhanced class.  More information
