January 1-31 is the deadline to report/update Fall 2011 grades at
www.universityofcalifornia.edu/admissions/appupdate. March 2 is the deadline to submit FAFSA and GPA




verification forms. April 1-30 is the notification of transfer admissions decisions. June 1 is the deadline to submit
statement of Intent to Register to chosen campus. July 15 is the due date to submit final official transcripts to the
campus admissions office. Please note: Reporting dates may vary slightly, so please check with your campus for
additional information.
