Quick Reference Guide is online and available, Yovanna will review, it can be found under campus resources on LAVC website and is also linked to webpage of CSD committee

Committee for policies/procedures will keep resource handbook up-to-date, re-write by-laws. Yovanna, Chauncey, and Chana should meet to re-write them; not necessarily specific but something broad about what we believe should be the rules

Arlene shared an article in a magazine about how campuses are dealing with budget cuts and how different campuses are dealing with it (CSUN has an online resource guide) we need to help people with what is going on right now, ways to deal with budget cuts and changes in workplace and how it affects our personal lives
Start planning to have coffee break or some event for third week in May for classified employees’ week

Survey update – hard copies were given to A&R, M&O, and Financial Aid; so far 29 responses and people would be interested in having enrichment day for half-day activities with finance, fitness, and nutrition workshops

Suggestions for future activities: we can have an outing to Getty center and have a picnic; Kaiser health fair for campus, Chana suggested that there be a book club and focus on what is significant that month and learn about different cultures to tie in with board resolutions

Is there an option to not have enrichment day? Should ask Dr. Carleo for her recommendation
Maggie Lopez is requesting funding for a women's conference $149 on May 5th in Long Beach; if more than one person goes, fee drops to $139, vote was granted for $125 in funding for Maggie Lopez
We need to increase future conference funding; when negotiations survey email goes out, we should request funding be contractual as it is for Faculty
Voted for Veronica Enriquez’ request for conference on May 5th attending with Maggie – vote was passed, granted funding for $125
