This is a full time tenure track faculty position in Physical Education Instructor and Head Women’s Basketball Coach.  The primary responsibilities are coaching basketball and teaching physical education and health classes. This position begins fall 2010.

Los Angeles Valley College (www.lavc.edu) is a public community college in Valley Glen, a community in the San Fernando Valley region of the City of Los Angeles.  Founded in 1949, the college has a student enrollment of approximately 21,000.  The Physical Education faculty is on a ten-month calendar, with a teaching load of 18 hours per week.

Candidates must have an excellent academic record that indicates a strong foundation in, and commitment to, the coaching and teaching disciplines, ability to communicate with community college students of diverse backgrounds, work well within the department’s academic team, and has coaching and teaching experience at the college, university, or high school level.

Responsibilities

· The Physical Education Coach will oversee and manage all aspects of the basketball program including recruitment, budgeting, scheduling, mentoring athletes, and fundraising.
· The Physical Education/Coach/Instructor will teach the regular hour load of physical education activity, health education, and/or major classes per semester which includes release time in the fall semester for coaching.
· Assist the Physical Education Department in the development, implementation and the assessment of student learning outcomes for physical education and health curriculum.
· Advise, assist, and students and athletes throughout the school semester and hold regular office hours.
· Participation in department and campus committees and activities.
Work Schedule

In order to provide physical education/health classes to the Valley College student population, the Physical Education/Coach/Instructor could be scheduled to work five days a week, including evenings and/or weekends. 

District Minimum Qualifications:

Master’s in Physical Education from an accredited institution. Education with an emphasis in Physical Education, Kinesiology, Physiology of Exercise, or Adaptive Physical Education OR Bachelor’s in any of the above AND Master’s in any Life Science, Dance, Physiology, Health Education, Recreation Administration, or Physical Therapy OR the equivalent.

Desired Qualifications

· At least two years experience coaching basketball at the university or college level OR three years experience as head basketball coach at the high school level.

· Experience teaching a variety of physical education activities, health and major’s transfer courses.

· Sensitivity to and understanding of the diverse academic, cultural, socioeconomic, and ethnic backgrounds of community college students.

· Enthusiasm for and knowledge of effective teaching, coaching and learning strategies .
· Experience working with college student organizations.

· Successful in recruitment and retention of student athletes.
· Experience with marketing and fundraising.
Salary and Benefits

The Los Angeles Community College District determines placement on the pay scale.
The beginning annual salary range is 47,600 to $74,110, commensurate with academic preparation and experience, assessed by the District Personnel Branch.  Receive a coaching stipend and be given opportunity to teach winter/summer school sessions.  District benefits include medical, dental, and vision for the employee and eligible dependents and term life insurance for the employee.  

NOTE:  Hiring will depend on available funding.  The District does not provide expense reimbursement for those invited to interviews nor relocation expenses.
