Updates from district SSI:
· 16% cut to Basic Skills funding for 08/09. 09/10 funds have not been allocated, and the availability of these funds will be contingent on the bigger picture of the state and district.

Embedded Tutoring Program
· Math, Continuing Education, Developmental Communication, and English will identify two faculty members to begin embedded tutoring with in the fall.

· As a pilot, we will use existing tutors for the fall semester and then identify successful students from the classes and have them begin tutoring in the Spring

· Faculty and tutors will need to meet at the beginning of the fall semester to work out the logistics.

· The Santa Barbara City College Gateway program and Valley’s TIP program will serve as the model.

Fall 09 Projects/Proposals

· Moving ahead with updating assessment materials is a priority for this academic year. Our committee will work with Research and Planning and Matriculation to move ahead.

· The Math FIG proposal was approved to begin meeting. Funding for the development of materials should come as a separate proposal at the end of the fall semester.
· Continued Funding for the Reading Lab was approved. Additional funding for winter and summer will depend on Valley’s scheduling of these sessions.
· Continued funding for Continuing Education was approved.
· The English department’s proposal for English 21 was seen as promising but the review committee had some follow-up questions about stipends, faculty development, and computers.  Also, the proposal should be discussed with the English department’s composition committee to ensure alignment.
