· Discussion of Bridge program for Math 105

1. Both Teresa Sutcliffe and Ellie Rabini expressed interest coordinating a bridge program this summer. In the future, we would want to bridge English 33 to English 21 and Math 105 to Math 112, so more students would be eligible for PACT sequence of courses

2. Michelle Priest/STEM is running a math bridge this summer. We can use their program as a model for other bridge programs

· Subcommittee Report:

1. English/ESL, Speech, Dev. Com, Continuing Education have been working on developing new “maps” that show the sequence of classes. These will be on separate pages

2. Some of the language describing the courses may be too complicated for students. This will be revised

3. These maps will be shown to students for feedback.

· Call for Foundational Skills Proposals:

1. If requesting funds for the next fiscal year, please have the first draft of the proposal submitted by June 11th. The state has yet to indicate if any new funding will be made available, so resources are limited. Be sure that proposals meet action plan objectives and explicitly indicate how the proposal/project will be evaluated. 

· Dr. Daryl Kinney from the district office has offered to provide a workshop on Logic Modeling, which can be a useful tool for aligning program goals and evaluation. She has worked with the Basic Skills Committees at other schools in the district, and they have found it very useful. These are longer workshops between 3-4 hours. Scott will try to coordinate a day/time for committee members to meet and discuss preferably before June 18.
