Update on district SSI, LARN, Valley SSC & report from BSI leadership conference

· SSI hasn’t met since the spring semester. Committee structure may change since committee co-chair Deborah Harrington is now at Trade Tech as VP of Academic Affairs and no longer district dean of Student Success. 
· LARN (Los Angeles Regional Network) is scheduled to meet on August 11th. The focus of the meeting will be to set goals for the next year, which will include updating the LARN logic model and developing subcommittees

Update on PACT:

· 160 students were sent hardcopy letters and emails. 80 students have received phone calls. 

· At the first meeting, seven students attended and all of them joined. We are aiming for 35. 
· Another 70 phone calls and additional emails will be sent. Counseling and other student support services will be asked to advertise. Using facebook was also suggested.

· If we do not have enough students for the entire program, we will focus just on Math and Dev. Com for the fall semester. 

Update on data:

· Longitudinal data has been provided for all foundational skills courses. Tutoring data is being compiled and will be sent to all labs as well. Lisa will be meeting with anybody who has submitted a proposal that was approved for funding to establish goals and evaluation guidelines. This meeting must take place prior to moving forward with the projects. 
· Data on the number of foundational skills sections offered compared to the number of students assessed will be provided. 
Goals for Fall 2010: 
· A handout was given to committee members that detailed EMP goals related to basic skills and then ARCC and LAVC baseline data. 

· Research on milestones and success indicators was also discussed. 

· The committee decided to dedicate the next meeting to review data and then develop subcommittees to work on goals related to success indicators. The October meeting will be dedicated to the subcommittees reporting out, which will then feed into the next cycle of the action plan.
