1.   Reports:

A.  Report back from Student Success Committee and SSI

· Matriculation committee recommends the motion that Student Services explore a modified Student Services hours schedule following the fall 2011 pilot. This schedule requires employees (A/B shift) to work on a 4/40 basis. The SSC approved the motion. IEC rejected this motion due to the contractual union guidelines.

· The VPSS recommended that an allocation of $24,000 plus benefits, 9.7% to fund hourly counseling for the period of January 4, 2012 - June 30, 2012. Total budget with benefits = $26, 244.00. The SSC approved the motion will forward to IEC.

· The SSC decided to rewrite its motion to IEC which asked that SSC be include in any budget decision/planning regarding itself or its tier three committees. This will be forwarded back to IEC for voting.

· SSI: Individual campuses to give feedback and suggestions to Statewide. SSI and state Academic Senate have expressed concern that feedback from faculty was not taken into consideration when drafting Student Success Taskforce recommendations. SSI will ask the BOT to contact to the Board of Governors to ask them to lobby folks in Sacramento to slow down with the implementation of new measures. All campuses are asked to spread the word about the FTLA. Deborah Harrington will provide information on how to use new track Basic Skills Cohort tracking tool in November. 

B. PACT (John’s Report)

Students are excited about Math 115 and 125. 30 students of the 41 in Math 110 are passing.  Right now we’re at 75% pass rate. Students are forming learning communities on their own. 

C. PASS (Deborah Kaye)

STARS events were hosted as focus groups focusing on equity and reasons for withdrawing from a class. Students expressed that they we were not aware of the implications of withdrawals—repeatability, financial aid, transcript evaluation. Data meeting is scheduled for January with Achieving the Dream coaches. Possibility of hiring a Coordinator for PASS at .6

D. Accelerated English Fundamentals: (Patrick Hunter and Al Zucker)

Accelerated English classes slated for Fall 2012. Two sections will be offered: one in the morning and one at night. The course is currently in Curriculum and is waiting for approval. The course will be called English 98.
