ADDITIONAL INFORMATION FOR ESSAY ASSIGNMENTS
 Although most of the class did just fine on the Mandatory Extra Credit Essay Assignment (MECEA), I would encourage everyone to make use of the Writing Center’s offer of assistance.  Some students with “WC” on the MECEA must submit part of their Video Assignment work to the Writing Center.  You can send it to the Writing Center as an email attachment or visit the center during their open time. 
There are a few students who did not hand in the MECEA assignment.  This is inevitable, but my view is that college students are responsible for their decisions, and deciding not to do an extra credit assignment deprives them of extra credit points that they may wish they had when the final grade points are added up. 
1. I urge everyone to write up the first essay for the Video Assignment #1 right after the video has been shown in class.  There are four essays in all (see below).  Visit the Writing Center for suggestions on improving this first essay as a guide to improving your work on the other three essays.  Also, do not wait until the last minute to write the essays!  It’s a lot less work to write each essay as soon as is convenient after you’ve seen the video than to wait and then write all of them at once (amounting to a 10-15 page paper).

2. To clarify the Video Assignment #1 so everyone gets the requirements correct;

a.  The first sheet should be the title page.  Under the title Video Assignment #1, list the titles of the four videos you saw and are writing about.  Since five videos will be shown, many students will not have the same videos.

b. For the second page, put the Checklist.  And remember—if you check a box, it means you did what it says to do.  If you don’t check a box, you need to explain why you didn’t (except for Checklist #11, where maybe you’re scared to show it to your spouse or significant other).

c. Rest of pages—do NOT start a new essay right under the one you just wrote.  Start each essay on a new page.  Staple the work and hand it in on the due date.

d. Remember that SUMMARY and COMMENT must be put in the essay where each begins, and that the COMMENT should be 50% of the essay.  Another suggestion: don’t type your notes and call it a summary.  Use your notes to create the summary.  Typed notes looks like what it is—a series of disconnected sentences that don’t make too much sense.
