Course Description: 
Survey of literature suitable for children up to eight years old, with emphasis on selection and presentation of books.  Topics include storytelling, use of visual aids, acquaintance with literature particularly suited to children, early development of desirable attitudes toward reading, related resources, and background history of children’s literature.  

Recommended for early childhood or primary grade teachers and parents.

1. BOOK REPORTS: Select, read and report on fifteen (15) children’s books that have NOT been presented in class by instructor.  Follow BOOK REPORT form provided by instructor.  Books selected must cover the following age groups:

3. LIBRARY ASSIGNMENT: (a) Show the instructor your current public library card; and (b) for the library that you use complete the LIBRARY ASSIGNMENT form provided by instructor.
4. STORYTELLING OBSERVATION: Observe a storytelling session conducted by a Children’s Librarian or Early Childhood Teacher.  Complete a written report with the information requested on the STORYTELLING OBSERVATION form provided by the instructor.  
5. OPTIONAL: Make your own bibliography of books discussed and/or read in class.  With your comments, this can become your own annotated bibliography of children’s books.  Suggest using 3x5 cards.
