1.  The minutes from December 2010 were approved.
2.  Reports:

a. Program Review Handbook Workgroup –
i. Still waiting on revisions from Hiring Prioritization Committee and Research and Planning
ii. Received revisions from Curriculum Committee
iii. PEPC workgroup expects to have draft done by early March
b. Program Viability

i. The workgroup has been unable to schedule a meeting.
c. SLO Committee
i. Committee is reviewing submitted Discipline Assessment Plans (DAP) and Course-Program SLO alignment grids.
ii. Career Technical Education (CTE) surveys to launch in the spring for self-assessment. Sampling of student work and assessing communication skills is scheduled to take place in spring also.
iii. Work is continuing on student outreach, including working with the ASU and Valley Star, and developing a web presence.
