(effective Fall 2009) 


Rationale:  The College, through the Instructional Programs 


Committee (IPC), has established a five year cycle of program review.


The District, through Board Rule 6103, requires that course outlines


be reviewed and revised at least every six years.  The ACCJC through


accreditation requires a regular cycle of program review, which


includes reviewing and revising curriculum.  Title 5 of the California


Code of Regulations, in Secton 55003, requires that all prerequisites,


corequisities, and advisories be revalidated at least every six years.


In light of these local, state, and regional requirements, this policy is


written to assist departments to keep the curriculum current.

Policy on Accuracy and Currency of Curriculum Information on


Department Websites:


It is essential that all information posted on the Los Angeles Valley


College website be accurate and current so that our students receive


clear and up to date information.  Information pertaining to academic


programs and course requirements for Associate Degree and/or


occupational Certificate majors must correspond to the current Los


Angeles Valley College Catalog, not withstanding subsequent


corrections.


Department webpages should include a date specifying the last update. The 
following accuracy statement should appear on all pages


containing curricular information:


  “Los Angeles Valley College and its departments have made every effort to make

 this Web page accurate and may, without notice, change general information, 
courses or programs offered.  The reason for this change may include student


enrollment, level of funding, or other issues decided by the College or

the Los Angeles Community College District.  Please consult the


current LAVC Course Catalog for program and course information.


If curricular information is found to be inaccurate as determined by


the Curriculum Committee Chair, the Chair will notify the appro-


priate area Dean and the Web Designers.  The Dean will then notify


the Department Chair or Program Director who will have two weeks


to send corrections to the Web Designer.  If the correction is not


received by the Web Designer within this timeframe, the page will


be modified by the Web Designer to remove the curricular information and 
replace it with a link to the college catalog.
