CURRICULUM COMMITTEE REPORT:  
Sheri Berger


a.  The Curriculum Committee has been reviewing alignment of the GE plans


     (LAVC, CSU, and IGETC) for consistency.  The following differences were


    noted:


    Area B – Social and Behavioral Sciences


    Chicano Studies 7 is applied in LAVC GE area B1 (American Institutions);


    however, the CSU no longer accepts this course in meeting the American


    Institutions requirement.


    Note:  while VCCC took no action on this course at the 4/13/2011 meeting,


    There is a recommendation on the table to move the course from area B1

    American Institutions) to area B2 (Social and Behavioral Sciences) but we are


    in the process of getting feedback from appropriate discipline faculty

    English 218 is not currently approved in the comparable CSU GE area (the

Three recommendations made by the GE subcommittee of curriculum were approved at

the 4/13/2011 VCCC meeting and are noticed to the Senate for consideration:


1.  Maintain all GE courses in Area D (Language and Rationality)



2.  New courses submitted for GE credit approval should be consistently applied


     to the Associate Degree GE plans and the transfer GE plans.


3.  Explore possible acceptance of English 218 by the CSU for GE Credit in

    Area C2 (Other Humanities) and report back to the committtee with the CSU


    decision.  If the CSU denies acceptance of the course, then the committee will


    need to revisit whether or not this course should remain on the LAVC GE plan


    in the Humanities area.


The VCCC approved a recommendation from the Department Modification 
Subcommittee as follows:


1.  Anthropology and Earth Science split into two departments


2.  The split becomes effective July 1, 2011


3.  The supply budget is allocated 40% to Anthropology and 60% Earth Science


4.  The FTEP remains the same (8.4 for Anthropology and 11.4 for Earth Science


     based on Fall 2010)


5.  The reassign time becomes 0.2 for Earth Science with no reassign time for


     Anthropology


The subcommittee reviewed statements by the Earth Science faculty members and


Anthropology faculty members.  The Earth Science faculty members did not


oppose the split, but wanted it to occur at the end of the current chair’s term


(in 2012).  The curriculum committee took this into consideration but still con-


curred with the subcommittee recommendation of having the effective date of


July 1, 2011.
