The IPC Report (with rankings broken into three tiers as above) was presented to 
Budget committee where a motion was passed to hire only 4 faculty members.



Larry Nakamura explained what transpired in Budget and proposed a motion


to be taken to the next College Council meeting to express the consensus of the 


Senate – that the LAVCBC decision was based on faulty assumptions and 
insufficient data.   The dollar savings that would result from only hiring four 


faculty (including one contractually-mandated hire of an Athletic Director to 
replace Chuck Ferrero who is retiring in January) was not supported by any data


presented in the meeting.


(M)Nakamura (S)Wallis – To direct the Academic Senate President at the next 
College Council meeting (10/28/08) to oppose the recommendation from LAVC 
Budget Committee to hire only four faculty, and to send BC’s recommendation 
back to the Committee for reconsideration of the true and accurate savings, and to 


arrive at a decision that is based on actual data.
