The Consultants indicated that the Panorama City site would grow faster due to what 

they saw as “significant demand”.  They emphasized that there is no fixed starting date for this effort or in the timelines they proposed.  The Prop J Bond funds cannot be used to rent or lease space but it is possible to buy space and lease/rent to others until we are ready to use the facilities.  Questions about costs were deferred since they are beyond the scope of the STRATUS contract.

PRESIDENT’S REPORT:  Don Gauthier


Chancellor Drummond has requested that all campuses investigate and justify 
assignments, without end dates. These assignments might include ISA, Consulting 
Instructors, student workers, cadets, among others.  This would be the 
responsibility of campus deans.

The Institutional Effectiveness Report should be completed in August.  The 
Campus will be working on answers to the Report through the summer and we 


will be asked to report to the Board as a campus in the Fall.

DISTRICT BUDGET COMMITTEE Representative:  Phyllis Yasuda


Phyllis reported on the DBC meeting of June 14th:  Potential cuts now seen as $50


to $60 Million.  Final outcome might not be clear until October, 2009 according


to the Chancellor.


Consider some of the following proposals articulated by the committee:


….2010 Winter Intersession cancellation passed for Board consideration


….Furloughs of all employees (including the Board of Trustees and excepting 
  
     Faculty) will be considered at the June 24th BOT meeting.


     (December 23 – January 11th) 7 days) and/or Spring break 3 days


….Furloughs to be reviewed with the Union


….Deduct pay from furloughs spread over ten months (one day per month)


     to yield an $8 MD savings


….Eliminating the Second Summer Session has yielded between a $7.5 to $9 MD


     savings


….Fiscal Policy Review:  Examine all campus deficits and report on plans to


     resolve financial problems/debts


….JLMBC move to CALPers has to be resolved.  Without a substantial cut in


     healthcare benefit costs, the Chancellor will be forced to end layoff notices in


     Mid-August to close the gap.  Carl Friedlander reported on CalPERS offer


     (assuming all employees stay in current TYPE of plan) that would have an


     approximate SAVINGS to the District of $21 million.  Blue Shield has offered


     an increase to about $78 million for next year – a substantial increase, while

 
     CalPERS has managed to keep its annual increase to .75% for next year.

IPC invited representatives of those departments who had not completed their


Program Reviews and whose due dates were this semester or earlier, to come to


They are:  Technology, Nursing,


Puente, Library, DSPS, VCAP, Speech, Coop Education, and English.

“Insofar as the English Department has not completed or made appropriate pro-


gress in any element of their Program Review, which is two years late, thus


jeopardizing the college’s accreditation status, IPC refers this matter to the


Senate for an ethics violation.”
