        Plenary Report:  Don urged members to attend future Plenary sessions.  Colleagues

       Academic Rank:  Kathleen Snider:  Adjunct Assistant Professors will be ranked 

       when they have taught four semesters over three consecutive years in a field or

       discipline.  Kathleen recounted a story of threat of legal action from an adjunct

       instructor who had not complied with our Academic Senate policy and was  

       demanding adjunct professor rank.  We agreed that Kathleen had taken the correct
       position in standing firm on our policy.
       Sixty applications have been received.  These applicants will be notified of their rank
       the first day of the Spring semester.
       Basic Skills Report:  Scott Weigand:  The subcommittee of STARS will distribute

       flyers on their upcoming events.  

       (M)Wallis(S)Rosow to welcome the African American IMOJA program to Valley as
       a supplement to Valley’s existing Ubuntu program.
       Treasurer’s Report:  Pat Calder:  A reminder that dues for 2008-2009 are delinquent
       and our bank account continues to be covered by the updated FDIC limits of
       $250,000.

       Student Services:  Bruce Thomas:  The committee is assessing the needs of student
       retention. Bruce provided forms to illustrate the process and shared data showing

       some preliminary progress.  It was requested that future updates be submitted

       electronically for posting on the website to save paper/ink.

       Space & Work:  Larry Nakamura:  The Senate and Union Office will be located
       temporarily to Bungalow 4 until the Administration building is reprogrammed and
       remodeled.  The Asst. Dean of Student Services has also moved to Bungalow 3 
       next door.
       Professional Development:  Deborah Kaye:  There is a need for more members on 
       the Professional Development Advisory Committee to assist Deborah in developing
       new policies and procedures.  Nancy Wedeen and LaVergne Rosow are current
       members and others have agreed to help.  Next scheduled meeting is Thursday,
       December 4th.
