The General Education Subcommittee recommends the following changes to our


Associate Degree, Plan A, general education requirements


Rationale:


These proposed changes will encourage more students to claim an Associate 


Degree, particularly those who plan to transfer to a UC or private institution.


Also, increasingly, students have LACCD students moving from college to

college.  If all nine colleges within our district have consistent general education


requirements, students will not have to take additional coursework to graduate


from Valley.


We have not found compelling reasons for Valley to be more restrictive in our


General education requirements and, therefore, recommend the above changes.
