Student Success Committee


SSC had reports from the following workgroups: 


a. Assessment (Katherine Tejeda-May): The workgroup is redesigning the 
assessment website to make the importance of exam and 3 year limit more 
prominently featured, creating a video that students have to watch prior to 
taking the exam, and revising the printout that students receive after taking 
the exam


b  Probation Intervention Program (Clive Gordon): the workgroup decided 
to address the probation issues in the summer by offering summer 
probation intervention program (July-August).   


c.  Summer Bridge (Deborah diCesare): The workgroup has shifted its 
focus to a more economically sustainable module to reach a wider range of 
students. This will take the form of an expanded college orientation.  


d. Institutional Vision for Student Success (Clive Gordon): The workgroup 
decided to focus first on student issues.  The committee will identify and 
address other issues from faculty, staff and administration and then 
connect them in their appropriate areas as they arise.

e.  Student Engagement (Annie Reed)– the workgroup reviewed the 
barriers to student engagement and suggested methods that will promote 
engagement.  Suggestions were made to conduct one time student group 
discussion to learn about the students’ perspective of “student success.”  


Foundational Skills Committee


Committee members are continuing to reviewing the 2009/2010 evaluation report 
and making revisions/edits. 


The Foundational Skills Committee is working with the math and English 
departments to pilot accelerated pathways for the fall semester. This aim is to 
shorten the long sequence of classes, so that the students have a greater chance for 
completion.
