 Academic Credentials: I earned a BA in Political Science from the University of Richmond [VA], an MA in South and Southeast Asian Studies and a Ph.D. in International Relations from American University in Washington, DC. I did a year of post doctoral work through the American Political Science Association. I was selected by them to be the first serving military officer to be a Foreign Affairs Congressional Fellow. That entailed four months of intensive instruction at Johns Hopkins School of Advanced International Service and eight months of practical work first as a staff member for a US Senator and second as Administrative Assistant for a senior member of the US Congress. 

Practical Experience:  I served in the United States Army for 29 years. After attendance at the Basic Infantry Officers, Airborne and Ranger Schools I served with an Armored Division and two Infantry Divisions before transferring to Military Intelligence. I completed seven military schools including the two highest - Command and General Staff College and the United States Army War College. I was fortunate to spend more than 13 years in Europe and Asia and 12 years in Washington, DC. I held senior staff positions with the British Ministry of Defense, NATO, the US Army Staff, The Office of the Secretary of Defense and with The Office of the Joint Chiefs of Staff. I also served three tours of duty in Vietnam in various positions of leadership. I retired from active duty in 1984 with the rank of full Colonel.
Teaching Experience: I taught at Boston University for 15 years and held the rank of full professor. While there I served variously as Coordinator of Masters degree programs in Europe, Director of Undergraduate Studies and later Chairman of the Department of International Relations, and finally as Director of their Study Abroad Program in the United Kingdom. I retired from Boston University in 1998. While at Boston University I taught courses in International Relations, Comparative Security Systems, American Foreign Policy and American Government. Since my retirement I have served as an adjunct faculty member at Modesto Junior College, California State University-Stanislaus and have taught at LA Valley College since February 2004. 
Conclusion: In summary I have more than half a century of service to my country and to higher education. I have seen, studied and experienced a great deal in my nearly 75 years.
