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The meeting was called to order by President Sue Carleo at 5:35 p.m.

Review of Brown Act Rules

President Carleo thanked those who attended the Brown Act training that was presented by District General Counsel, Camille Goulet at Valley College.  The Brown Act delineates how public meetings should be conducted. She added that the CBOC committee has conformed to this regulation for the most part.  

The CBOC does need to designate a member as chair of the committee.  The elected Chair will work with the President and Maggie Lopez to prepare the agenda before it is sent to the group.  The Chair convenes the meeting and relies on the President and the Construction Program Manager to conduct the meeting.  Chair leads the meetings, reviews minutes, and helps plan the agenda.

President Carleo opened nominations for Chair of the CBOC.  This item was accepted as a notice motion, as not enough members were present to conduct the election. It will be on the agenda for next meeting.

The Committee agreed to have the President conduct the meeting and a chair will be elected next time.
IV. Update on District Citizens’ Oversight Committee 
President Carleo read a report from Harvey Berg, District representative of this committee, who was not able to attend today’s meeting.

The District Oversight Committee held a meeting in September.  The main item on the agenda continues to be the Van de Kamp facility.  President Carleo reported that she visited the facility recently.  The District has been using the facility for high school and college classes.  They maintained the original Van de Kamp façade as requested by the community.

The District and the Board of Trustees announced the hiring of an Inspector General to serve as a neutral outside entity. If people want to act as whistle blowers, they would contact the Inspector General’s office.  
The District signed/approved the District CBOC members report.

V. Building and Budget Update – 
Eloy Retamal reported on the state of the following construction projects. (Copy of this report was distributed).
The Library and Family Resource Center under Prop A/AA are underway with a completion date of Summer 2011.

· Photovoltaic Farm (estimated finished date 12/10) 
· Parking Lot D Renovation (estimated finished date 4/11) 
· MTA/Parking Lot A, Campus Wide Building Retrofit. (estimated finished date 6/11)

Measure J – Under this measure 10 major projects are being planned.  $340 million is available for the projects.
