Old Business – Assessments

The LACCD Student Survey is happening this semester.   It contains questions that can be used to indirectly assess most of our GE outcomes.

The CTE pilot program assessment did not happen as planned during the summer and needs to be rescheduled for Fall.

SLO Submissions

The submissions for DSPS and EOPS were approved.  

There were questions about the assessments for Upward Bound.  Michelle Fowles will talk to Bobbi to clarify.

The Child Development Center submission was received late and was tabled.

Assessment Submissions

Assessment submissions were reviewed for Art 102, Speech 105, ESL 15CE, and Cal Works.  Rebecca will follow-up with the disciplines to clarify the assessment method and results for ESL 15CE, and to ask for the numbers from the rubric and the percentages be added to Speech.

Report from District SLO Coordinators Meeting 
The District SLO committee is moving forward with the white paper on SLO Coordinators and is planning future meetings with the District professional development directors and BSI coordinators.
It was pointed out at the meeting that program outcomes are now part of the ACCJC eligibilities (not just the standards).  “10. Student Learning and Achievement: The institution defines and publishes for each program the program’s expected student learning and achievement outcomes.  Through regular and systematic assessment, it demonstrates that students who complete programs, no matter where or how they are offered, achieve these outcomes.”

Report from SLO Institute
At the institute, an exercise was presented in interpreting the ACCJC rubrics for institutional effectiveness.  What would proficiency actually look like on our campus?  We will repeat this exercise with this committee at the next meeting.

Also at the institute was a session on Institutional Assessment Plans.  We already have many of the pieces, but would need to pull them together and add what is missing.  It was agreed that we would do this and spend the next SLO committee meeting focusing on an IAP.

Upcoming Trainings

Michelle and Rebecca will be attending the WASC workshop on Assessment, level I.

A District Program Assessment Workshop is planned for October 16th from 8:30-2:30 at Pierce College.  Each college can bring around 15 people (suggested attendees include researcher, Senate president, curriculum chair, BSI coordinator, professional development coordinator, CTE representative, student services representative, EMP representative, VPs from Academic Affairs and Student Services, and faculty reps from major disciplines). The theme for this year is Reasoning Skills.  Professional Development/STARS is working on incorporating the theme year.

· Participating in the efolio training and considering how to best use eportfolios for SLO assessment
