Executive Team

Revisions on the SLO webpage are in the works.  The website (for faculty and staff) will be moved over to the new format and content will be updated/added.

Program Assessment

CTE Program Assessment – data has been gathered and the group is working on writing up the findings.  They still need to work on an improvement plan, which they will then take around to various campus groups for input.

Recruitment has begun for GE assessment workgroups.

Foundational Program Assessment – an assessment grid and visual pathway representation were presented and reviewed.  Student surveys will be done in November.  It was noted that we have been very rigorous to ensure quality data, but that the process is very labor intensive.

Course Assessment

We are working with the departments on how to report data and for some departments how to collect data.  There are still a few departments that are unresponsive.

As the workload increases, we may need to add additional members to the review workgroup, maybe by cluster (e.g., social sciences).

There is a lot of variation in the submissions in terms of information given.  The workgroup will discuss either redoing the form or giving guidelines.  A form also needs to be developed for reporting on a second cycle assessment.

Accreditation
The current accreditation self-study was discussed.  The need for clearer messages from the college leadership on the importance of SLOs was mentioned and the need for more professional development.

Service Outcomes Assessment

Service outcomes submissions from Outreach, Veteran’s and VP of Student Services were approved pending corrections.

The submission for ACE will be returned for corrections and resubmitted to the committee for approval.
