SLO Submissions
The VCAP SLO submission was approved.

ACCJC Accounting and Archived Courses

Contrary to what we had previously been told, we are required to count all courses in the catalog, not just those offered in the last two years, when counting the percentage of courses with SLOs.  Our current numbers using this as the base are 51.52% course-level SLOs approved [approved + written/in-process = 66.21%]. There are approximately 400 courses in the catalog that have not been offered in the last two years – some for considerably longer.  This will become a problem in reporting our percentage of courses assessed.  To address this issue, the SLO committee will put forward the following motion to the Curriculum Committee:  All courses not offered in the last 4 years need to be archived (except directed studies and cooperative education).
GE SLOs, General Studies Degree, and Directed Studies Assessment

Last semester we piloted the seminar method of GE assessment.  It was not very successful because of participation issues.  The committee decided to try a new method whereby we ask instructors to submit samples of student work and the SLO committee develops a rubric and does the assessment.  Rebecca will research how this is done at other colleges and bring it to the next meeting.  We will pilot the method with a communication skills assessment this spring.

The curriculum committee is in the process of developing SLOs for the new general studies degrees, which will also be assessed by the SLO Committee.  We will work on a way to work this into the GE assessments where there is overlap.

Since many departments are using the same outcome and assessment method for directed studies courses (research papers), a rubric will be developed and a common assessment conducted.

Theme Years

The theme for 2009-2010 is Reasoning Skills.  Rebecca, Ron and Glenn will form a subcommittee to start working on it.
