The committee welcomed Michelle Fowles, the new dean of research and planning, to the committee.

Chair’s Report

ACCJC Response to CFT Letter – the response was circulated by email and briefly discussed.

ACSLO Meeting – the District SLO Coordinators met and discussed the following:

· The upcoming FTLA (Faculty Teaching and Learning Academy), which will have an assessment component.

· A planned district-wide SLO training to take place in Spring (targeted primarily at department chairs and SLO reps).

· A white paper to be sent to the District Academic Senate and Chancellor on SLO Coordinators, reassigned time, and resources.
Program Review Taskforce Meeting – the district task force met to discuss a potential online program review system that would incorporate SLOs and SLO reporting.  At this first meeting, the overall goals for the project were discussed.
Semester Update

· The music department completed their SLOs this semester.

· The directed study rubric was presented to the department chairs at Departmental Council and seemed well accepted, although only a couple of chairs have actually opted in so far.

Submissions

The SLO assessment submissions from TRiO, Financial Aid, and Biology 7 were reviewed and accepted.  

Counseling and DSPS SLOs will come back to the committee in February.

The submission form will be modified to include information commonly left out (e.g., number of participants in the assessment).

Planning for Spring 2009

SLO Newsletter:

No SLO Newsletter was put out for December and in the future we will go to only two newsletters a year – one at the beginning of each semester.  For the February newsletter, Rebecca will write articles on rubrics and SLO evidence for faculty evaluations, Scott will write one on the communication theme year, and Barbara will write one on TRiO SLOs and assessment.
Workshops:

The rubric workshop will be repeated and Sally Raskoff will hold one on non-rubric methods of assessment.

Theme Year Planning:

Ron, Glenn and Rebecca will form the core of the planning committee for the 2009-2010 theme year (Reasoning Skills).  Additional members will be recruited, especially from the library (for the information competency component).

Completing SLO Writing:

Only three departments have no SLOs written (Chemistry/Physics, Men’s PE, and Photography/Journalism).  They will be the main focus for completing the SLO writing phase.  Outstanding Student Services, Administrative Services, and President’s Office areas should also be contacted.

Assessing SLOs:

All disciplines have been asked to assess a course SLO this coming Spring semester.  All service areas should be conducting assessments as well.

ACCJC:

We should hear back from the ACCJC on our submitted progress report in January or February.  Our annual SLO reporting is also due in January.

GE and General Studies Degrees Assessment:
The SLO committee will continue to work on methods for assessing our GE outcomes and General Studies degrees.
