Upcoming Meetings and Trainings

Rebecca Stein, Scott Weigand, Ron Reis and Anna Glapa-Grosklag will attend the May 15 the “Assessment for Teaching Enhancement Workshop” being run on campus by consultant Larry Kelly.

Rebecca and Fowles will attend training for SLO Coordinators and Researchers being put on by the State Academic Senate and the RP Group on March 13th.
