Accreditation Reports

Our October 2008 Progress Report was accepted by the ACCJC.

The planning process is beginning for our midterm report in 2010.  Since the SLO section will be modeled on our progress report and is constantly changing, the actual writing of it will come later.

The ACCJC is developing an online system for the annual reporting process for SLOs.  We were told at the ASCCC workshop that this process is running behind and it unclear whether we will receive the old paper report this month as usual or whether the report will be delayed until the online process is ready.

Meeting Reports

Scott Weigand attended the February meeting of the District Advisory Council.  At that meeting, the white paper establishing district standards for SLO Coordinators and possible district-wide SLO trainings were discussed.  Rebecca will circulate a draft of the white paper to the committee following the next Advisory Council meeting this Friday.
Michelle Fowles attended the meeting of the District Program Review Taskforce and reports that they are almost done with the mapping process and will be moving on to review some existing online systems at the next meeting.

Rebecca Stein and David Green met with the VP of Student Services about student services outcomes.  It was agreed that assessment training should be conducted for student services, but there is still some disagreement about how the outcomes should be written (learning vs. service or both).  Ultimately a decision will need to be made whether the SLO Committee or the heads of the areas (Admin Services, Student Services, and President’s Office) gets the final say on SLO matters involving those areas.

Rebecca Stein and Michelle Fowles attended an SLO Workshop put on by the ASCCC and the RP Group for SLO Coordinator and Researchers.  Much of the workshop focused on program review.  A meeting is being planned to discuss what was said with a campus group including the Chairs of IPC and Curriculum and the Senate President.  Other matters discussed at the workshop were basic skills coding and rubrics, a planned online assessment course out of Bakersfield College, and the LACCD listing of the number of WASC schools on accreditation warning or probation versus other regions.  Michelle and Rebecca will follow-up on this latter item with Sue Carleo and Gary Colombo to get more information.  There was also interest expressed in the online assessment course; Rebecca will follow-up with Janet Fulks.  
Submissions

The submissions from Service Learning and the President’s Office were accepted as presented.  Changes were suggested for the Veteran’s Counseling and Career/Transfer Center submissions.  Rebecca will follow-up with these groups.

TAP Addendum and SLOs

A new TAP addendum is being brought to the Curriculum Committee by the TAP director.  Included in this form is the statement: “List additional measurable student learning outcomes that the honors student will be expected to accomplish.”  Since the TAP program consists of honors sections, not courses with separate outlines, the committee felt that this was inappropriate and that TAP sections should not have additional SLOs.  Rebecca will bring this to the VCCC meeting next week.
