SLO Submissions 

Administrative Services – Maintenance and Operations, Procurement Office, Office of Administrative Services, Personnel and Payroll, Office Services

The above SLOs were approved pending the correction of a few typos and the change on the Office of Administrative Services and Office Services for the evaluation strategies just to talk about a research cycle instead of mentioning specific dates for data gathering.

President’s Office – SLOs were not submitted so this item was tabled until Fall 2008.

VCAP – Outcomes were too detailed and read more like objectives or goals than like true outcomes.  Rebecca will work with Roana Thornock on revisions, to be brought back to the committee in Fall 2008.

Institutional Outcomes for Publication in Catalog and Schedule

When the revision of the college-wide outcomes was completed last semester, no framing language was included for inclusion in college publications.  The Institutional Outcomes subcommittee met again and proposed new language, which was approved by the Curriculum Committee and the Academic Senate.  The new language will be included in the 2008-2009 catalog and in class schedules starting with Winter 2009.

Review of Spring 2008 Efforts
Although trainings were offered through Professional Development, they were not well attended.  Meeting with specific disciplines has proved to be more popular and effective and so will be the focus of all trainings for next year.  A Foreign Language SLO spotlight was held but was also poorly attended.  The PowerPoint from that presentation has been posted on the SLO website, a webcast is in the works, and an article written by Rafael Arias and June Miyasaki will be in the May SLO Newsletter.

We made significant progress on the writing of course-level SLOs this year.  At the time of the ACCJC visit last summer, we had SLOs for only 2.7% of our courses.  The number is now around 50%.  
Several assessment pilots were conducted this semester including:

GE assessment – critical thinking

Course-level assessment: Anthropology 101, Sociology 1, Writing Center, Electronics, and Foreign Language 1 (Spanish and French).  

Service Outcomes – Office of Research and Planning

Rafael discussed the progress on the foreign language assessment and shared the rubric and reporting form he developed.

Analysis on all of the pilot assessments will be done in June with results reported back to the committee and the campus in September 2008.

Planning for Fall 2008

Next year will be the first of our theme years (focused on a GE outcome and a strategic goal).  The theme is Communication Skills and Culture of Respect.  
The goal is to complete the writing of course-level SLOs next year and for all disciplines to begin assessment.  The committee will continue to work on the issue of how SLO assessments should be reported and reviewed.

Rebecca will work with Walter Jones to ensure that all Student Services SLOs are properly documented and that assessment is happening.

The committee will continue to work on our Institutional Outcomes as our strategic goals change with the new Education Master Plan and will consider the addition of Student Success outcomes.
