Committee Membership

Submissions

The submission from the Public Relations Office was approved with the suggestion of adding a campus survey to the service outcome about communicating information to the campus community.

The Student Services submissions were tabled until the next meeting.

Pilot Assessment Results

Results from the pilot assessments were shared and the form was reviewed.  It was agreed that the form worked well, but that it needed to specify information to include (e.g., number of instructors and students involved).  The pilot assessment report submissions will be updated to include that information where necessary and all of the forms will be posted on the SLO website.  

SLO Accreditation Recommendation Response

A draft of the response was shared with the committee for any comments.  We have showed a lot of progress on writing SLOs, but now need to shift smoothly into doing full assessment cycles.

Plans for 2008-2009

1) Theme Year – Communication.  Several STARS events are planned and we need to work on other ways to involve the campus in the theme.  We need to get a committee together to start working on next year’s theme – reasoning skills.
2) Assessment Workshops – two workshops are planned on how to use rubrics (October 1st and November 6th).  Sally Raskoff and Tiffany Lanoix are also planning to offer a workshop on Sociology’s non-rubric assessment method.

3) Completing Writing SLOs – our campus goal is to have all SLOs written by the end of this academic year.

4) Starting Assessments – all disciplines have been asked to identify at least one course to assess this year, preferably their highest enrolling course.  They will also be asked to come up with a 5-year plan to assess all of their SLOs within the Program Review time frame.

5) The September SLO newsletter focused on reports of the pilot assessments. The December newsletter will include an article on the communication theme by Scott Weigand.
