ADVANCED CLASSES AT LAVC
Department Chairs, upon the approval of the majority of full time department members,

shall prepare a list of proposed advanced classes form the courses offered by the department.  The department list shall be submitted to the LAVC curriculum committee for approval.  Approval shall be based upon the following criteria:

to be designated as an advanced class a course must

  a.  be a course required in a major at an accredited college or university with which

       we have an established articulation agreement, and have two levels of prerequisites,
 Or  each of which is transferable to that institution.

  b.  be a third level course required for graduation with an associate degree in an 

       occupational major.  A third level course is defined as a class generally taken in

       the sophomore year, which has two sequential prerequisite (not necessarily in the

       same discipline).

Upon recommendation by the curriculum committee and the LAVC senate, and approval

by the college president and AFT chapter chair, the vice president of academic affairs

shall publish and send to each department chair a list of approved advanced classes.

Corrected list will periodically be sent to each department chair.

The first implementation of this policy shall be the Fall semester of 2003.  

The vice president of academic affairs will provide forms to implement this policy.
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
