COMBINED CLASSES

“Combined classes” are defined as two or more different courses which meet in the same time span and in the same location.  Combined classes do not include:

1.
A class in a course which meets at the same time and place as an honors section of that course.

2.
Classes with a common lecture time but different lab hours.

3.
Directed studies (185, 285, 385) courses.

4.
Classes in cross-listed courses (e.g. Chicano Studies 44 and Spanish 16.)

Approval of a majority of department members is necessary before a combined class can be established.

Reasons for offering combined classes include that the courses involved form a sequence needed by students to complete within a two year period an occupational certificate, an AA or AS major, or a transfer to CSU or UC.

Standards for approval include that:

1.
the topics in the combined class are sufficiently related and the teaching of them is pedagogically sound.  Thus the combined class makes a pedagogical sense and is not merely a practical solution to problems of low enrollment or access to limited facilities.

2.
that each student enrolled in a course in a combined class will receive a syllabus for that course.  This syllabus will contain unique assignments related to the objectives stated in its respective course.

3.
that the content of each course outline will be fully covered in the combined course format.  (Articulation with universities requires that faculty adhere closely to the outline when teaching the course.)

4.
provide a detailed description of how the content of all course outlines will be delivered in the combined class format with adherence to the Carnegie rule.

(The Carnegie rule states that one unit of semester entails a minimum of three hours of student work per week for a minimum of 16 weeks.)
