TOP Code Issues (S. Berger)

The list of recommended TOP codes was discussed.  The District’s TOP Code Task Force is recommending changes to TOP codes to 1) correct errors in the database, 2) align the TOP codes with the current 6th edition, 3) ensure that no two disciplines have the same TOP code, 4) ensure that all courses in a discipline have the same TOP code, and 5) align minimum qualifications with TOP codes.  The TOP code list has been presented to Departmental Council.  Some of the major issues brought up by the chairs were:  how do these changes affect the seniority lists; why is Dance Activities under Other Fine Arts and not Dance; the issues around Environmental Science and Oceanography are only worsened by the recommendations; and the list seems limiting at a time when the campus is looking at creating more inter-disciplinary majors.  Other issues brought up by the committee:  what will be the effect on Commercial Music and Music;  the Taskforce should be limited to aligning the TOP codes with the current 6th edition; the effect this has at the college level needs to be considered; and it seems not in the spirit of the TOP Code Structure.
