Subcommittee Report – Academic Standards


Intervention for students on Academic Probation.

The following policy statement was approved:

The maximum study load for a student who has been on academic or progress probation for two consecutive semesters is 6 units during a regular (fall or spring) semester.  Students who desire to enroll in more than 6 units must obtain counselor approval.
Note – that this statement will appear in 2 places in the catalog and that title 5 allows for a unit restriction as long as there is a mechanism for that restriction to be released, in this case, seeing the counselor.  Approval is not discretionary on the part of the counselor, if the student comes to seek approval, they need to get it along with some advice to help them get off probation.
