Policy for the Granting of Multiple Associate Degrees

Any student who contemplates acquiring more than one Associate Degree should discuss the matter with a counselor to determine if the student’s goal would be better met by either a Baccalaureate Degree or an Occupational Certificate.  

Los Angeles Valley College will only grant additional associate degrees when the student has completed all of the following Graduation Requirements (detailed in the Associate Degree Programs section of the catalog) for each degree awarded.

1. Unit requirements

2. Scholarship requirements

3. Residence requirements

4. General competencies

5. General education course requirements

6. Major course requirements

In addition to the above requirements, students in Plan A must complete at least 6 units in the major at LAVC; those in Plan B must complete at least 12 units in the major at LAVC.
