Level of Scrutiny for Prerequisite/Corequisite/Advisory Validation
Level 1, Content Review 

(Required for Prerequisite, Corequisite, and Advisory)

This level of scrutiny, called "Content Review," must be done to validate ALL prerequisites, corequisites, or advisories (recommendations). 

Level 2, Equivalent Prerequisites at Transfer Institutions

(Required for Prerequisite Only)

This level of scrutiny is only required when the prerequisite course is NOT an English or a math course AND is in another discipline from the target course (e.g., Physics 48 as a prerequisite for Engineering 35). 

To satisfy this level of scrutiny, copy the catalog page from three four-year schools showing that they require the equivalent prerequisite. Attach these three copies to the Content Review (above). 
Level 3, Data Collection and Analysis
(Required for Prerequisite or Corequisite)

This level of scrutiny is only required (1) if the prerequisite course is an English or Math course and the target course is not (e.g. Math 115 as a prerequisite for CSIT 806), or (2) if the prerequisite is a score on a placement test. 

To satisfy this level of scrutiny, statistical data must be collected and analyzed. However - and this is important - if our articulation officer can obtain an official letter from a four-year transfer institution (e.g. CSUN) that the target course will not be accepted at that transfer institution unless it has the appropriate prerequisite - NO DATA COLLECTION OR ANALYSIS IS NECESSARY - the letter is sufficient to validate prerequisites in this category.
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
